CIRCLING PARTNER
Run forward as a pair 5 yards. Side shuffle 90
degrees to meet in the middle, Shuffle entire circle
around partner and return to the start of shuffle.

Note: Remember to stay on your toes and keep
hips and knees bent in athletic stance.
